This agreement is made and entered into by and between Eagle Eye Home Inspection (hereinafter “Inspector”), and _____________________________________________________ (hereinafter “Client”). 

In consideration of the promise and terms of this Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

1. The Client will pay the sum of $______ for the inspection of the “Property,” located at ___________________________________________________, at the time of the inspection. Client agrees to pay all legal and time expenses incurred in collecting due payments.

2. The Inspector will perform a visual inspection and provide a written report of the apparent condition of the readily accessible installed systems and components of the property existing at the time of the inspection

3. Utilities must be on, and pilot lights lit at the time of the inspection in order to inspect these components or systems. Equipment and systems will not be dismantled or destructive tested. The Inspector is limited by this inspection agreement and cannot be expected to find or discover all defects in this home. Any area which is not exposed to view, is concealed, or is inaccessible because of soil, walls, floors, carpets, ceilings, insulation, furnishings, or any other thing is not included in this inspection. This is not a home warranty, guarantee, insurance policy or substitute for real estate transfer disclosures which may be required by law.

4. The Client understands that the following systems, components, items and conditions, whether or not they are latent or concealed, and information about them are specifically excluded from and outside the scope of the inspection but are not limited to: building code or zoning ordinance violations, statutes and covenants, manufacturer specifications; geological stability or soils condition; building value appraisal or cost estimates; radon, formaldehyde, lead paint, asbestos, toxic or flammable materials, Chinese drywall, allergens, molds, mildew, fungi, air and water quality; synthetic stucco, structural stability or engineering analysis; pest infestation, termites, pests or other wood destroying organisms; security and fire protection systems, intercom, sound and central vacuum systems; electromagnetic radiation or any other environmental hazards; household appliances; paint, wallpaper and other window treatments, interior walls, ceilings and floors; pools or spas bodies and underground piping, saunas, steam baths, or fixtures and equipment; water softener, purifier systems , private water and sewage systems, solar heating systems, furnace heat exchangers, freestanding appliances, sprinkling systems, telephone, cable TV systems; antenna, lightning arrestors, trees or plants; recreational equipment or facilities; condition of detached buildings; underground storage tanks, energy efficiency measurements, water wells; radio controlled devices, electric or automatic gates, elevators, lifts, dumbwaiters, time clocks, low voltage systems, exterior light controlled fixtures; prediction of life expectancy of any item and adequacy or efficiency of any system or component.

5. Eagle Eye Home Inspection does not research product recalls or notices of any kind. A basic home inspection does not include the identification of or research of appliances and other items installed in the home that may be recalled or have a consumer safety alert issued about it. 6. The parties agree that typical industry standards shall define the standard of duty and the conditions, limitations, and exclusions of the inspection and are incorporated by reference herein.

7. The parties understand and agree that the Inspector assumes no responsibility or liability of the costs of repairing or replacing any reported and unreported defects or deficiencies either current or arising in the future or any property damage, consequential damage or bodily injury of any nature. The Client further agrees that the maximum liability incurred by the Inspector for errors and omissions in the inspection shall be limited to the amount of the fee paid to the Inspector by the Client for the inspection. 

8. Any dispute or claim for failure to accurately report the visually discernible conditions at the subject property, as limited herein above, shall be made in writing and reported to the Inspector within ten business days of discovery. Client may not pursue a claim against Inspector until (1) the written notice of the defect or omission has been given to the Inspector, (2) the Inspector is provided access to and given the opportunity to cure the defect. The Client further agrees that the Inspector is liable only if there has been a complete failure to follow the standards included in the report or state law.

9. Arbitration. Should any disagreement or dispute arise as a result of this inspection or report, it shall be resolved informally between the parties, or decided by arbitration and shall be submitted for binding arbitration to the Construction Arbitration Services (CAS), Inc. The decision of the arbitrator appointed hereunder shall be final and binding. Judgment on the Award may be entered in any court of competent jurisdiction. In the event of a claim, the Client will allow Eagle Eye Home Inspection to inspect the claim prior to any repairs or waive the right to make the claim. Client agrees not to disturb or repair anything which may constitute evidence relating to the complaint, except in the case of safety reasons and/or an emergency. Client further agrees that, with the exception of safety/emergency conditions, Client or Client’s agents, employees or independent contractors, will make no alterations, modifications or repairs to the claimed discrepancy prior to a re-inspection by the Inspector. Client understands and agrees that any failure to notify the Inspector as stated above shall constitute a waiver of any and all claims for said failure to accurately report the condition in question. Any legal action must be brought within ninety days of the date of inspection of will be denied or waived and forever barred.

11. If the Client is married, Client represents that this obligation is a family obligation incurred in the interest of the family.

12. This report does not constitute any express or implied warranty of merchantability or fitness for use regarding the condition of the property and it should not be relied upon as such. The Client assumes all risk for problems noted in this report that may reveal further damage during a repair or further investigation by a qualified professional.

13. Upon completion of the inspection contemplated in this Agreement, Client will be given the opportunity to review the inspection report and make inquiries regarding any questions and/or concerns contained in the inspection report.
